Biological principles are most easily understood and learned through 

hands on laboratory or field experiences.  As such, few courses in 

Biology can be considered complete without an associated laboratory 

and/or field experience.  The laboratory and field work offered at WCSU 

are safe under normal circumstances provided common sense rules of 

courtesy and special precautions presented by the instructor are 

heeded.  However, students may have special problems unknown to the 

instructor which may make one or more laboratory or field exercise(s) 

unsafe for that particular student.  Examples of special problems which 

fall into the category are pregnancies, allergies, physical handicaps, 

high blood pressure, and any pathological condition including (though 

not limited to) epilepsy, diabetes, and hemophilia.  Even whether or not 

you wear contact lenses may be important.  It is thus incumbent upon 

the student to inform the instructor of all such conditions prior to 

participation in laboratory or field experiences.
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
