Poster

Poster colors should be conservative and simple.  Select a board color and select a mat color.  Construction paper works well for mats because the pages are larger than regular 8.5x11 paper.

Please remember that a poster is NOT a research report.  It is a DISPLAY of your work.  Do not make it too verbose or your viewers will get too distracted. 

Title Board

Prepare using Microsoft Publisher, banner.  Set up for 3.5 feet long

Include graphic if desired, font size, shape, color, boarder, etc. is at your own discretion.

If you are submitting to the Connecticut State Science Fair or Science Horizons, include ONLY you title.  Your name is NOT permitted to appear in any location.

If presenting any place else, include 

TITLE

YOUR NAME

General PANEL guidelines.  Have your titles in a large font 24-36 type. Use the font of your choice, and be consistent from page to page.   Text of body of writing should be in a SERIF font (Ariel, Tahoma) to make it easy to read.  SAN SERIF fonts like Times New Roman are difficult to read on a poster and should only be used for headings.  Font writing should be 16-18 point.  

You should take your reader/observer on a journey.  Do your ideas logically flow from one panel to the next?  Are your panels easy to see, understand, and follow a linear pattern?  Pictures are worth a thousand words – make good frequent use of figures, pictures, etc.

First panel

Purpose (or Problem).  Some of you may have multiple problems.  Be sure they clearly and specifically indicate what you were trying to demonstrate.  Include independent/dependent variables if appropriate.

Second Panel

Abstract.  Be sure it is concise and easy to read.  Abstract may include problem, method, results, general conclusions, implications and/or applications.  Abstracts should be no longer than 150-250 words.

Third Panel

Introduction.  Your discretion.  Provide any important background information.  You may not need an introduction.  This may take multiple panels

Middle Panels

Experimental and Data.  You can title these panels whatever you need to at your own discretion.  What did you do and what were the results?  Be sure your data and ideas flow.  Is there a logical progression from one panel to the next?

Figures should be labeled with appropriate explanations directly below.  

Later Panel

Discussion.  Optional – do you need to explain your data.  You might include this as legends underneath data

Conclusions.  Use bullets to indicate what you ultimately determine.  Short, brief statements.

References.  Use APA format

For Oral Presentations, please follow the above format and use Microsoft PowerPoint for your presentation.  Replace References with Acknowledgements and thank the people who helped with your project.
