LIFE AT THE RESTORATION COURT

Hay 25, 1660 was o lovely spring days the sun was bright and werm. It seemed
a good omen for Ergland--and for Charles Stunrt. After yeors of hardship, intrigzue,
and blostod hopes, efter mors than o decade 4in exile from cromwellian, revolutionoy
Englond, he #as returning to his people as & symbel of monorchy, of tradition, of
stability, and of pesca, The spesches made thet afternsen, honoring the young Idng,
held an undertone of thankful relief; the oncertninty and the chnes of the preceeding
years wers over and o Bow orn hod bepgan,

Perhaps Bnglishmen everywhers wera happy, perhaps mot-—-the meod of a mation
iz impossible to gunge. But the traditlopnd upper classes; especlally thedr youngsr
mombers, wWers relieved thot Cromwsll snd the Revolution wers gons. The Restoratlon
was liks some rorel footmen epening the doors of Whitehall to the surging influx of
g now opge ond Lord nnd Baronet entered to sesk the infer senctusrys.

Whitchall, the London residence of the Stunrts, crouched uncomfortably agninat
the feoulent Thomes Estuary, whers "It lay for nearly o mile beslde the riwer, o
worren of gallorlss, sportmonts and gardens, the home not only of the King, but of
the minizters of stote, servants high snd low, courtiers, chaplains, Indies and all
the gilded ermy which emcompassed the English throne," 1 Within this "wast nest of
chamboras smd offices" a man sculd devobs himesslf to usiness, pleagure, or gmsip.f
Hers, Charies made love to his mistresses or glowersd over his chemlstry, trentios
wore mode and broken, courtlers strolled, imparting to avid listenors the latost
Gourt scandal,

For the first tima in & gemerntion English court 1ife wos vibromt nnd exedting,
and the Restorstion court at Whitshall became o symbol of sristocratic exuberance
and deosdence. Spos ond sports, games and gambling, cards grlore, & constant search

for romange were lts genersl themes, nod the highest attribute was to be witiy in
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the ploy. It did not matter so much whether you won or lost, a0 long os you did d%

vith ¢lan.

Tike daneing for exsmple, In earlier deys dencing had usually been o solemn
affair requirlng s mich gravity sa grace. The slow comroletions of formal twirls
nnd bows mow changed to the wild emuberance of o reel. 45 an ovenine of dancing
progressed, evon the Footmen wight take port dn the pandemonium, while tho strom-
ming beat of fiddles sxulted over the cosling tenes of the wind hstruments.’ As
dancing now required less and less training, more pecpls enjoved ik, Masle becnme
a keynota of the Restovation and the guitar became o fashicnaoble inatrument for
axquisite ¢m1rt:|,e1-a..h

Somewhare below dencing in populsarity wes the thenter. Two elegont ployhouses
epenad, the King's House and the Tuke's House, "whose sudionocs wers dren ehiefly
from the Court and the smert young folk of the western faubourgs." 5 4 neuml plot
rovalved orqund sensunl, enrthy love, but Samel Pepys, the diarist and inveterats
thentor-poer, saw & number of Bhekespesre's and even Ben Johnson's works. At times
s ploy's real worth wos undmportant, however, beemse it wina n duty of & gnllent
ta be seen o8 well as to see. Thore mist hove been occasions when more action sms
gpoing on in the audienoe than oo stoge. During performances oranges webe sold to
speatators by vendors like Orange Moll, srd one of pleasantor pastimes. of the
apdicnes seoms te hare been teasing hor and pinching her bettom. Telking during
plags wes nlsc cormen. Pepys deserdbed how he wns once so fosoinated with a coy
ty-ploy in the galleries thot he "lost the pleasure of tho play whally." 6 4 sub-
gldiary of the thontor were incressingly popular mariomette skows. Chorles IT ono
dny soondalizad troditionalists by chorging sdmission to one such performencs glven
nt the ;:'sll:n.\'_'.'sl..-'r

fifter = ploy the noble mwdience normally returncd to other wwmsementa. I an
affrir of tho heart wos mot in progress, evening might be ppent in geming. They
might pley hageed, werghose, tick-tack, trice-trae, drsughts, Irish backgrmmon,
shovelboard, er billiords. But onrd games were mest popular. Therae wms eribboge,
& two-honded gine, ossily used for romneing, and basset so cxpensive b wos played
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primarily by royelty. Thers was sngel-beast and langitroe end gleck snd cabre and
whizt. The "Oroon Porter's," named for the officinl in charge of the royal zoming
tohles, wns the major eenter af fashlonoblc goming, for it was fmown o8 & roal-
fitively homest onsls 4n nn oags of groes cheatdng. Gembling in feot permeated every
sspest of 1ifa. Chayrles IT raced his yochts on tho Thomes and freguently bet on
+tha ;ru,::u:l‘t.sl;‘5 mon scmetimes wopsred on whether they could seduce this or thot 1-11!:,!’..'

incther diversion roguired o junket to Both or Tumbridgs. The worm wntar woes
gupposed to lmviporate tired bodies, and, if teken internally, to lift the spirits.
Close to the spo ot Tunbridge Wells were bowling groens and shided wilks for thoae
who dig not eare to try the sulpherous woters. Cothering of Braganes, the Quoen,
came hore originally to sure her :zl-t.‘e»,::-:l.lit.;.r,\ﬁI but she croated n wogus, ond oll
¢laosses of people rushod to the scothing springs whero thoy drogsed thomaclvea in
mwlownrd cutfites beforo immersion. An chgarver related how "tho Lodyes goes into
ths bath with perments mads of o fine yellow eanves, which is stdff and made large
with grent slooves 1ike a parsons gown, the water f1lls it up 8o that its borne
off thet your shsps is nat seen . . « the Oentlsmen have drawers ond whgtcoatas
of that same sort of eanvaa," ¥

Hot n11 the court's amusements wore so scdentary, Some tried cutdoor aporta
like quiet ecneh ridas round and round the Ring in Hyde Park, or indoor tussles
1ike pillow fights. Thero was & game called pall mall similar to croquet uwsuslly
played on tho Hall itself, and otheya like bowls and nime-ping, Ioe skabtlng from
Helland bessma populur, and soon eourtiors could be scen gliding asercas the iee of
the Fork's lapoons. Tonnds was alao foshienable, COharlass 1T ence lost four and
n half pounds plaoying 11-.,31 and in 1679 he nearly disd of & chill following &
nnteh. 22 While hawidng declined in popularity, > hunting was still sport for the
soeinl slita, To mike sures it remained & pastime strietly of the upper clazses,
the govormment passed & law in 1671, Iimiting hunting e the nobility and the very
ue:.lt.hy.lL Foo tunting become o fad becausa so many dear wors exterminated during

the Civil Wers, but the commonegt of hunts wes the hﬂrc-chﬂaﬁ.lE

Pleagurs was tho kevatens to the porfed, snd of all divorsions and amigements
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romonge roanked highest. Charles II, the mest notorlous court lover, merrled vexy
carly in hie reign, but Gatharine woa not the moat rovishing of ereaturss, mmd
Charles IT had an eye for bonuty. Ho desgribed his wife thus: "her fnes is not 8o
sxnct as to be enled o bouty though her cyes ore exnellent good, and not onything
in har face that in the last degree com shoqie m.“lﬁ Evalyn, o conbemporary
dinriat, saw her in somowhot the sams wny, noting that "She was yet of the hendsomast
gountenanca of all tha rest (of her omtosrsge), nod though less of staturs, prottlly
shoped, languishing ond cxeellent eyes, her teeth o little too far oub; for the rest
lavaly encughs" 17 In an ngo when royalty was nermnlly doscribed in terms of polite
exnggaration, this wns indecd dempstion by faint proise. The story told by scos
historisns thnt Charlss II spent his first night on English soil in the orms of
Lady Coatlemnine 1= probably aprocryphal, but Charles did devote more time to hear
than to his unfortunate wife. 4t first Cotherine, whe had fallen deeply im love
with her doshing husband; was miserable and angry when he strd s but eventunlly
becams imured o the situstion. In fact Ledy Casgtlomaine wos more possessivo. One
dog, when thds souteson disgovercd the King wos dallyding with on actress named Moll
Dovis, sho became so infurinted she decided to revenge borself on her philandering
lover and encourcsged advances from one of her many n::im.i.rurﬂ.lﬂ In spite of nll she
gmild do, howover, she could not esmtrol the noeturnnl proclivites of her royal
awnin.

It is dmpossiblo to list nll of Charlea's Ioves: sulflee it to soy the mm-
bers oro b strong indisation the Idng hod a honlthy comatitution, nmd the very
warlety 1s proof he wns no socb.  Noll Gwynn, “the indiscreostont ond wildest erac-
ture that srer woa in o court," wns 1iterally n prnatitnta.lg She hnd had 8o mamy
lovars thab sho wee chgepfully sble to'enll tho King, "Charles the third," sinee
she had slresdy enjeyed tus previous gemtlemcn with that name.”C

Charlos's pocendillos wors exponsive. Uhen he first approsshed Hell Gwymn
a8 i progpective royol mistross, sho askod for FEOO o yesr. Charles refused. Bub
within four yoors ghe nosumalsted F&O,000 from the royal Euﬁ.‘ﬂra.ej- This typa of
pelationship wes not oven nocessarily tormined, for long after the bloom of youth
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had faded from a paimied cheek, a courtesan might well expeet a handsomez incoma
from her still-indilgont royal pﬂrm.zz

The Caroline Court took its cus from the Stusrts. A friend advised Francis
Herth, n sober lowyer, to "keep a whore," becanss "he was 111 locked upon for want
of doing so." 23 Tven the virginal lodies-in-waiting to Catherine of Bragansa
"learst to kiss ind losk freely up and dewn.’ ©%  Sir ETliam Temple wrote an in-
torsgting lettor to an soguadntsnes wisiting England and forded to endure crowded
lodging.

I beliove the Crowd is so prent st present in every Houwse, that you

will hardly find an opportunity of meking Love to your Lendlady: But,

Bir, you muat have a 1ittle Potionce, and not think of suceceding in

a1l Jmoupa, st the rote you 314 with Mademoisella Isabella; besides,

if you romomber, 1t cost you door endugh then, by the Fright you were

in, of losing your great Dismond. Love, like other things is good for

nothing when ons mokes too mich haste in it; and our Tmglish Indies

don't carc thaot Mean gheald be over vielent in beginning this Gama, for

fenr they should be so in concluding 1t.25
Lt timea striving for romoncs must have gotton out of hond, for oo afternoon
Charles IT found young Jock Chucehill in & compromising position with the Puchesa
of Cloweland, eoc of the roynl favorites. Poor Churchill was so frightesod on
goeing his IHog that he loapt from the window without his pEIII.tE-?E'

Yet, deaplts tho pamine and the lowvine, o certaln ¢eremondoisnass structured
gourt ife. The ritunls of the coronatlon were permeatod with stiff tradition, nnd
somotimes, whon Chorles had public busincss cdutside Whitohall, ho wng preceded by
kottlo-drims dnd tpurpots.| Probably the commonest display of rayrilty was the
noon meal throuph which Chorles wos forsed to suffer. He dined in state, sitbing
nlama at the CGrent Toble, while the Lords of the Housshold (men like the oeto-
genorian Thomas Howord, corl of Berkshirc) aerved hjm..EE Here ho wng on display
to the massed gnlloriss which crowded in Whitehell to seo their kdng mugticete his
dimner.,

The Restoration brought with it the winds of change slready rustling tha
chatesux of Fronce, ond court etlguette could be quits rigirl.zg hntoine de Courtie,
o French omizsary in carly Restoration days, wrote o handbook on French etiquetta

which bocams o roge in Bnglish higher cireles. Barlier etiguette books hod devoted
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nlse that Courtin wos writing for Fremch resders, The kind of "eilvility" cemmeon
&t the court of Chorles II hod been polished in Burgundy in the fiftesnth century,
hod wended fts way te the Spanish Court in the next centory, ho =oandered 1o the
Bourbon Court of Fronce, and fimally, with the roturn of Charles IT to Emgland,
had bocoss chtranched there. Each differant nntion took only the bagie skelstan
ard ndded its own nationnl hordtoge. In Spedn esurt stiguette was so formal 1t

took yeara for o courtier to proparc himself to be prosented ot court. The French
