artist John Barrie Dyke.  John grew up in Melbourne 

and has been living in Frankfurt, Germany for several 

years. 

The concerts are more than music. DYKO‟s 

method of creation is modeled on the Bau-

haus concept of the "artist as a technician." 

His concerts are a multicultural event on all 

levels: visual, musical, and linguistic. 

Some of the visuals that appear in the back-

ground originate from language videos of the 

70‟s. DYKO took them out of this context 

and created something new, fresh and inter-

national!

In late December, WCSU learned that Dr. 

Chris Kukk was selected as one of 24 partici-

pants in the Water Here &There International 

Fellows program.  The Association for Interna-

tional Practical Training (AIPT) and the Interna-

tional Fund for China‟s Environment (IFCE) are 

sponsoring “WH&T,” an international program 

that explores international collaboration on 

global water issues. 

Supported in part by a grant from the U.S. 
Department of State, this program will involve 

an exchange of individuals interested in enhanc-

ing knowledge of project management on an 

international level, developing networks of like-

minded professionals in China, and exploring 

international partnerships that can yield future 

opportunities for research and other collabora-

tion.  Participants engaged in a virtual 

exercise with their Chinese counterparts 

in January 2010.  This exercise involves 

working in virtual teams to address a 

global policy issue involving water re-

sources, and will allow participants the 

chance to develop an understanding of 

working in virtual groups across borders 

and time zones.  

American “WH&T IFó participants will 
contribute to the visit to the United 

States by the Chinese participants in 

March/April 2010. The three-week visit 

includes seminars, lectures, exercises and 

site visits that help the Chinese partici-

pants experience policy making and pro-

ject management from the American 

perspective.  

American “WH&T IFó participants will 

travel to China for three weeks in June 

2010. This visit will include seminars, 

lectures, exercises, and site visits that 

give American participants the chance to 

experience policy making and project 

management from the Chinese perspec-

tive.  

The program in China will conclude 
with a two-day workshop that brings 

together participants from both coun-

tries to discuss their learning experi-

ences, and to map out ways to pursue 

collaborative efforts after the program.

Commission as the Standards Development 

Organization (SDO) for education abroad, 

the Forum‟s Standards of Good Practice are 

recognized as the definitive means by which 
the quality of education abroad programs 

may be judged.  The Forum‟s Quality Im-

provement Program for Education Abroad 

(QUIP) uses the Standards as part of a rigor-

ous self-study and peer review quality assur-

ance program that is available to all Forum 

education abroad while communicating its 

value.  The conference will take place in 

Charlotte, North Carolina in late March 

and will focus on articulating the vital na-

ture of education abroad and the many 

benefits that it brings to students, organiza-

tions, institutions, communities and socie-

ties. 

The Forum publishes a journal entitled 

"Frontiers: The Interdisciplinary Journal of 
Study Abroad."  It is the leading academic 

journal in the education abroad field.

You may also be 

eligible for financial aid/loans 

for this study abroad experi-

ence. The application deadline 

is February 5, 2010.   
 

WCSU will be offering a new 3 week course in Italian language in the magnificent city of Florence, Italy 

in 2011! No previous Italian language experience is required. The course, lead by Patrizia Farina from 

the World Languages Department, will take place in the classroom space at the Florence University of 

the Arts (FUA).  Students will study language for several hours per day and then practice in the streets, 

museums, shops, and  restaurants in Florence.  Local apartments, arranged by FUA, will offer comfort-

able accommodation for this program.  Students will have the opportunity to travel to at least 2 cities 

outside of Florence during the program and will also participate in a hands-on cooking class taught by a 

local Italian chef.

(WCSU) in Danbury, CT, USA. 

Microbiologists Dr. Vivien 

Amonkar (St. Xavier‟s) and Dr. 

Ruth A. Gyure (WCSU) will be 

guiding paired students in 

online discussions, teleconfer-

encing, and analyses of jointly 

selected readings.  

Drs. Amonkar and Gyure be-

gan planning and discussing this 

course as participants in a lead-

ership program sponsored by 

the American Society for Mi-

crobiology (ASM) in partner-
ship with the United Nations 

Educational and Scientific Cul-

tural Organization (UNSECO) 

in May 2009. During this work-

shop, microbiology educators 

learned ways to foster interna-

tional partnerships in the area 

of teaching and learning schol-

arship.  

As students explore pertinent 

questions together, the profes-

sors will be making their own 

observations of the different 

ways that Indian and U.S. stu-

dents perceive the scope, ex-

tent, and severity of these pub-

lic health concerns. Their re-
sults will be presented as a 

scientific forum in May 2010. In 

the meantime, enrolled stu-

dents anxiously await their first 

glimpse of (and conversations 

with) their new international 

partners!
