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Summary
Several initiatives which had been implemented prior to this year were continued; encouraging faculty support at breakfast meetings with high school counselors, maintaining open communications between the Admissions Committee and the Admissions Office, encouraging faculty to attend the “open house”, “accepted students day and “freshman orientation”.
The Committee reviewed the University Catalog regarding transfer credits and recommended the number of transfer credits allowed be increased. The proposal went before the Senate and was approved. The new University Catalog reflects these changes.

The Committee examined the recent Board of Trustees mandate which requires all students to complete their remedial courses within twenty four credits. A letter was drafted and submitted to President Schmotter expressing the Committees concern and the implications this mandate has on the University.
