ENG 198 Critical Thinking and Reading

Summer 2007

2 credit-hours

Course Description:
The focus of this course is to develop reading comprehension, critical thinking, and writing skills. The emphasis is to optimize students’ learning strategies based on their own learning styles.

Students are required to read selections from both fiction and non-fiction, and to submit written responses. They are also required to complete reading assignments and come to class fully prepared to participate in class discussions and answer quizzes. They will maintain journals in which they will record all of the work they do for the course. 

Course Objectives:

· To read and understand appropriate material without excessive use of a dictionary

· To distinguish the main idea from details in a reading selection

· To learn new vocabulary words in their appropriate context

· To make predictions about your readings and from your readings

· To skim and scan for information

· To distinguish between fact and opinion

· To become a faster and more efficient reader

· To learn to take notes, summarize, and paraphrase
