ANT 229: Archaeological Field Me-’thbds

This course will allow students to actually participate on an archaeological project. Members of
the class will assist Drs. Weinstein and Morrison in the survey, mapping, and excavation of a
Revolutionary War winter encampment site in Redding, CT. This site was occupied by a portion of
General Washington’s army during the winter of 1778-79. The field school is working toward the goal of
protecting the site by nominating it as a state archaeological preserve. Students will learn to identify
prehistoric and historic artifacts and features, will learn mapping skills and basic use of Global
Positioning Units, as well as conduct their own archaeological excavations. Prerequisite: ANT100 or
permission of the instructors.
