Novels are not considered. Xeroxed copies are acceptable. Writers are welcome

to enter both contests. No application forms are necessary. All entries will be read
anonymously. Simultaneous submissions are accepted, but we ask that you notify
us immediately if your manuscript is accepted for publication elsewhere.

ELIGIBILITY

The Prairie Schooner Book Prize Series welcomes manuscripts from all writers,
including non-US citizens writing in English, and those who have previously
published volumes of short fiction and poetry. No past or present paid employee
of Prairie Schooner or University of Nebraska Press or current faculty or students
at University of Nebraska will be eligible for the prizes.

JUDGING

Semi-finalists will be chosen by members of the Prairie Schooner Book Prize Series
National Advisory Board. Final manuscripts will be chosen by the Interim Senior
Editors, Stephen Behrendt (poetry) and Timothy Schaffert (fiction).

WHAT TO SEND

/' Full manuscript (the author’s name should not appear anywhere on the
manuscript).

7 Two cover pages: one listing only the title of the manuscript, and the other list-
ing the title, author’s name, address, telephone number and email address.

7 $25 entry fee (US Dollars) payable to Prairie Schooner.

" SASE for notification of results; all manuscripts will be recycled.

/" Optional: a self-addressed postage-paid postcard for confirmation of manu-
script receipt.
