Engineering Controls 

 Ensure all machine guards are present and in 
good condition. 

 Use a GFCI when plugging in handheld power 
tools whenever possible. 

 Use a battery-powered cordless option whenever 
possible to avoid tripping hazards. 

 
 
Administrative Controls 

 Only use a tool if you have been trained in safe 
operation by a competent employee. 

 Only use tools as intended by the manufacturer. 

 Avoid dangling jewelry and loose-fitting clothing. 
Tie up long hair. 

 Inspect the condition of tools prior to use. Place 
damaged tools out of service. 

 Ensure the tool is off before making any 
adjustments. 

 Never place fingers or other parts of the body in 
the path of blades, drill bits and other moving 
parts. 

 Do not operate power tools if you are feeling 
fatigued or unwell.
